
Itôs that time of year again; time to start planning 
your remote wilderness vacation for 2012  

Thanks to our gracious guests we had another great season even though the economy is still put-
ting a bit of a damper on many peoples vacation plans. 

When the fishing season opened in May we started off with near normal water levels as a result of 
abundant snow last winter, however due to very little Spring rain and dry conditions throughout the 
summer the water levels declined significantly through the season.  By Fall many of the lakes were 
lower than we have seen in many years and on some lakes we could not get aircraft to the docks.  
At some camps we used boats to ferry guests and gear to shore.  At other locations we waded 
through the water, carrying all of the gear to shore.  During the moose hunt (September & October) 
we had to do the same thing to load moose quarters in the airplanes to fly them back to the sea-

plane base for storage in our meat cooler. 

As a result of these very dry conditions and numerous thunderstorms we had many large lightning 
caused forest fires in the area, some in the tens of thousands of acres and the largest north of 
Whitewater Lake ended up covering over 275,000 acres.  In July and August many lakes in the area 
had to be evacuated because of the danger of a fire consuming the camp or heavy smoke.  In all 

cases we were able to move guest to other camps that were not affected by the fires. 

Guest have been asking what we expect for water levels next Spring.  Since late October we re-
ceived plenty of precipitation and the water level was starting to come up before the lakes froze 
over.  If that trend continues, we should see much higher water levels in the Spring.  Beyond that, 

your guess is as good as ours.
